e Has men instrumental in the recruitment of youth in the San Diego community

o Has the respect of his/her peers in the San Diego community

« Has made significant contributions to the knowledge base of the San Diego community health,
education or business system

e Has exhibited courage, perseverance, and vision with focus on specific multi-cultural family
matters.
